ICE AND SNOW GALORE!

The following article was taken from the SKYWARN Announcement List of December 24.  It describes the December storm that sent many of our ARES volunteers into the field for shelter duty in Heath, Shelburne, and Gardner, as well as a superhuman stint by Tom Foxwell, N1OTS, Franklin County District Emergency Coordinator for ARES. The ice storm, which largely spared Greenfield and Turners Falls, took down trees and power lines throughout Massachusetts and New Hampshire.

“The Summer of 2008 was the busiest severe weather season since my involvement in the SKYWARN program going back to 1996. It was a time where SKYWARN Activations went on for various events over many days straight and encompassed a large portion of the summer with some of the highest number of large hail and significant wind damage events in recent memory, including several microbursts, tornadoes and waterspouts. Many of you contributed during this extremely active season by running an Amateur Radio SKYWARN Net or reporting criteria reports for the protection of life and property. Your efforts insured timely warnings for the protection of life and property that is SKYWARN’s main mission and allowed the NWS forecasters to issue warnings with confidence and ground truth surface reports that are the key in verifying what the radar is seeing. Your efforts served the public. Your efforts gained recognition across the Boston media and other media outlets. The efforts of everyone were recognized by the National Weather Service, on November 15th, with an Excellence Award which is in recognition of the entire spotter network’s efforts to provide the critical surface reports to protect life and property.
